All police stations are online through CCTNS

Through CCTNS (Crime & Criminal Tracking Network & System), all the police stations are online. They are now connected with all the police stations of the country. This would help police in finding out the criminals and solving the crime cases. Citizen charter has been implemented. FIR’s are been lodged in real time. For the second phase of the CCTNS, union government has given its approval.

Under the second phase, the CCTNS would be integrated with the Interoperable Criminal Justice System. Automation of Courts, Jail, Forensic Lab and Prosecution offices is being developed. This information was given in the meeting of High Level Committee of CCTNS held under the chairmanship of Chief Secretary Utpal Kumar Singh.

In the meeting held at the secretariat on Wednesday, Chief Secretary Utpal Kumar Singh laid stress on making CCTNS more effective. It was informed that 156 Police Stations have been connected with CCTNS. Work to connect two police stations opened in Paithani and Thalisain in Pauri is under progress. It has been decided that CCTNS working through National Data Centre would now be hosted in State Data Centre being set up in Uttarakhand. For the purpose, a separate server would be set up. In the meeting, Principal Secretary, Home, Anand Vardhan, Additional Director General Police Ram Singh Meena, Deputy Inspector General Amit Sinha, Additional Secretary IT Chandresh Kumar and other officers, were present.

Uttarakhand Cabinet takes decisions to boost tourism

Giving further impetus to its earlier decision of celebrating “Employment Year”, Uttarakhand government took three important decisions in the cabinet meeting today.

Giving information about the decisions of the cabinet meeting organised for the first time at Tehri Lake, government spokesperson Mr. Madan Kaushik said that making amendments in the MSME Policy, now various activities associated with tourism have been given the status of industry. He said that now enterprises like Rejuvenation Resort, Ayurveda, Yoga, Panchkarma, Bungee Jumping, Joy Riding, Surfing, Camping, Rafting would come under MSME Policy and under the policy for entrepreneurs, they would be provided all permissible facilities.     

 Likewise, government has decided to bring Aayush and Wellness sector under the Mega Industry Investment Policy. With this decision, as many as 22 activities/sector including hotel, resort, kayaking, sea plane Industry, Ayurveda, Yoga, would be entitled for various benefits under the Mega Industrial Policy. He said that for generating employment in the micro sector, government has added 11 new activities under the Veer Chander Singh Garhwali Policy.  In these activities, for water sports, Terrain biking, Caravan, Angling, Star Gazing, Bird Watching, assistance would be provided for the equipment. 

 Cabinet Minister Mr. Kaushik said that main objective of the government is to connect tourism and employment in order to generate maximum employment opportunities for the youth of the state. In an important decision taken during the cabinet meeting in Tehri, under the ‘13 District 13 New Destination Plan’, approval was given to develop 13 new tourism centres in all the 13 districts of the state. Katarmal in Almora, Mukteshwar in Nainital, Satpuli in Pauri, Khairasain, Gairsain-Bharadisain in Chamoli, Lakhamandal in Dehradun, 52 Shaktipeeth Theme Park in Haridwar, Har Ki Doon-Mori in Uttarkashi, Tehri Lake in Tehri, Chirbitiya in Rudraprayag Gularbhoj in Udham Singh Nagar, Devidhura in Champawat, Garud Valley in Bageshwar and Most Maanu in Pithoragarh would be developed as new destination under the plan.        

 In another important decision taken by the cabinet on Wednesday, a fund of Rs 50 lakh has been made under the Pandit Deendayal Upadhaya Social Security Scheme. From this fund, in order to provide security to divorcee/separate/single woman and eunuchs, they will be provided co-operative loan of Rs 1 lakh at the rate of 1 per cent. The fund would be managed by a committee constituted at district level, which will be headed by CDO. In another decision, it has been decided that Swami Madhvashram Charitable Trust Hospital in Bela Koteshwar in Rudraprayag district would now be managed by the government. The products of Mentha species have been exempted from Mandi tax. It has been decided to increase the posts of MCI from 7 to 15. Today, the cabinet approved the two guidelines for late promotional posts of Personal Assistant in Uttarakhand State Services and direct recruitment of Subordinate Personal Assistant. It was also approved that in the SC/ST and OBC reservation, from above 1.5, it would be considered two posts.

Uttarakhand government committed to bring Tehri Lake on world tourism map: CM Rawat

Uttarakhand Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat, while interacting with media persons, on Wednesday has said that the state government was eyeing tourism in a big way for the generation of employment in Uttarakhand. He said that one main reason behind organizing the Cabinet meeting at Tehri Lake was to bring Tehri Lake and all the tourist destinations of the Uttarakhand on the world tourism map. Chief Minister said that as part of this initiative, the Tehri Lake Festival is also being organised. He said that with the all- round development of the Tehri Lake, the benefit of the development will reach to the people upto Ghansali, Pratapnagar and Chinyalisaur. Chief Minister said that government is celebrating this year as ‘Employment Year’. He said that more and more employment opportunities would be generated for the youth of the state.

Chief Minister said that ‘Pirul’ policy (Pine Needles Policy) brought by the government is expected to annually generate 150 MW power from 14 lakh metric tonne ‘Pirul’ besides employment for 60,000 people. He said that from the benefit of ‘Pirul’ policy, the village women and youth can monthly earn Rs 8,000 to Rs.10,000. He further said that for 25 KW power, about 500 square meter land is required and it would provide direct and indirect employment to ten persons.      

Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat reached Koti Colony, Tehri on Wednesday and reviewed the preparations for the Tehri Lake Festival. Chief Minister had gone to Tehri to preside over the cabinet meeting. He said that Tehri Lake Festival would be publicized not only at the national level but among the foreign tourists as well. He asserted that Tehri has to be developed as a tourist destination of international level. Tourists from outside places have to be attracted towards this destination. He said that arrangements should be done to record the experiences of the tourists besides taking feedback from them.

Chief Minister said that today's efforts should be made keeping in mind the coming tomorrow. The Chief Minister conducted inspection in Tehri Lake for about 30 minutes in a boat. He also instructed the Tourism Department that lake and the surrounding areas must be kept on top priority schemes. On this occasion, Tourism Minister Satpal Maharaj was also present.

On this occasion, Tehri District Magistrate Sonika gave information about the preparations for the Lake Festival. The festival will be organized from May 25 to 27. Many events would be organized that will include cultural programmes, adventure sports and Yoga. The main attraction of the festival would be the floating huts of the Lake, the bookings for which are being done by the Garhwal Mandal Vikas Nigam. DM said that a dialogue has been initiated with tour operators asking them to include Lake Festival also in their packages. On this occasion, Chief Secretary Utpal Kumar Singh and Secretary, Tourism, Dilip Jawalkar were also present.
