Rs 1642 crores taget fixed for the 626 liquor outlets for year 2018

Additional Chief Secretary Dr. Ranvir Singh has informed that the target for the revenue from the 626 liquor outlets  for the fiscal year 2018-19 has been fixed at Rs 1642 crores. Currently, 513 liquor shops are being auctioned through the tender process from which revenue of Rs 1593.28 crore is expected. This April 2018, revenue received from stores is Rs 103.90 crore. Dr. Ranvir Singh pointed out that of the 111 shops unsettled liquor vends, 89 shops have received offers of 50 per cent or more through District Magistrate for which the instructions for settlement have been issued. Against the original price of Rs 269 crores, revenue of Rs 194 crore (72 per cent) is expected.  

He said that in against the fixed Rs 1642 crores, presently considering zero revenue received from remaining 24 shops, Rs 1891.44 crores revenue is expected, which is 115 per cent of the target fixed. Apart from this, 22 shops the offer received is less than 50 per cent or have not received any offer, for which revenue is Rs 24.80 crores and two liquor shops in District Chamoli are unsettled due to Tharali by-elections. The directions have been given to begin the re-tendering process for the 22 shops (leaving out two in Chamoli), by reducing the government rates by 50 per cent. If the tenders of right value are not received for these, then closing these shops will be considered.

The pits would be dug in river Rispana for planting saplings for reviving river Rispana under reviving campaign on May 19. The plantation drive would be done in the third week of July from its beginning point Shikhar fall to confluence point Mothrowala. Chief Minister has said that political parties should join the campaign.  Reviving campaign of river Rispana is not mere only a political issue but it is for the future of next generation. Chief Minister has said campaigns run on water accumulation by Sachinanand Bharti, Sri Sri Ravishankar and waterman Rajendra etc. is successful due to public support. He said that public support and public awareness played an important role in successful campaigns around the globe. He said that government has been focusing on reviving life line of Kumaon, river Kosi for its revival. Chief Minister has informed that 2.5 lakh saplings would be planted in river Rispana from its beginning point Landhour to Mothrowala in a day and 30 percent saplings would be fruit bearing saplings, which would be beneficial for cattle, birds and wild animals. The blocks have been constructed along the bank of river and further divided into small blocks for planting saplings. Each block comprises 2500 square meter, where 250 saplings will be planted in two phases.  On May 19, pits would be dug in the first phase and saplings would be planted in the second week of July in second phase. Volunteers would contribute into mission Rispana. The efforts are on to motivate those residents living along river Rispana to contribute to campaign.  Army through Eco-task force, Police, trainees at LBSNAA, schools, NGOs forest department will be providing their support to the ‘Mission Rispana’. A huge manpower is required to make campaign a success and this campaign could be registered in Guinness book of world record.
