Local herbs/medicinal plant to be distributed free of cost during Harela festival

Director and Chief Executive Officer, Bheshaj Department Dr. Meharban Singh Bisht, has said that during the ‘Harela Festival’, local herbs/medicinal plant species and plants like Tejpaat, Amla and Ritha have to be distributed at the local level through state bheshaj sangh and bheshaj development units. For which all the sangh secretaries and district bheshaj coordinators have been instructed that on the occasion of the ‘Harela Festival’, they must ensure distribution of herb/medicinal plant species available in union nursery free of cost, for plantation in the premises of the citizens and government departments. In the case of no nursery in the district or unavailability of the plants in the nursery, district bheshaj coordinators should contact the forest department and the nearest secretaries of bheshaj sangh and ask for the plants. And in case, the plants are provided by them free of cost, the same should be distributed during the ‘Harela Festival’. He has also instructed the secretaries of the bheshaj sanghs to provide the plants according to the demand of nearby districts in case of the unavailability of adequate quantity of plants in the district nurseries.

Ayushman scheme will be universal in Uttarakhand

Ayushman scheme will be universal in Uttarakhand. Under the scheme, all the people of the state will get a health cover of Rs 5 lakhs. This will benefit 27 lakh families. The scheme will be in trust mode on TPA. In a meeting organized in connection with the Ayushman Uttarakhand scheme at Secretariat on Wednesday, Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat said that providing social security to its citizens is the highest priority of the government. Prosperous Uttarakhand is possible only with healthy Uttarakhand.  He directed the officials to prepare a fool-proof plan for the implementation of the Ayushman scheme in Uttarakhand. Instructions were also issued for having special provision for encouraging hospitals operating in the hill areas.

In the meeting organised under the chairmanship of Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat, elaborate discussions were held regarding the blueprint of Ayushman Uttarakhand scheme. It was told that with the implementation of the scheme in the trust mode, the decision in the institutional structure and the implementation will be controlled by the State Administration. In this, the hospitals will be enlisted by the State Health Agency and the treatment of beneficiaries will be paid directly by the State Health Agency. State Health Agency will be directly monitoring the quality of health care in hospitals related to this. In this scheme, compared to private health insurance companies, very less premiums will be taken from the beneficiaries.
