Uttrarakhand govt to file petition in SC requesting for extension in deadline for removing encroachments

In wake of the fact that administrative officials and employees are busy on account of relief works because of the heavy rains in the state and the problems being faced by common citizens, the state government will file a petition in the Supreme Court requesting to extend the deadline for removal of encroachments. Today, Higher Education Minister Mr. Dhan Singh Rawat, MLA Mr. Ganesh Joshi, Mr. Khajandas, Mr. Harbans Kapoor, Mr. Umesh Sharma, Mr. Puran Fartyal, Mr. Surendra Singh Negi, Mr. Sunil Gama, met the Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat, in this regard, at CM residence. Chief Minister said that the priority of the government and administration is to provide relief to the citizens in the situation of disaster. He also directed the Advocate General S.N.Babulkar in the meeting that on Monday itself, a petition should filed by the state government in the Supreme Court making the Court aware about the entire situation and a request be made to extend the deadline to remove encroachments in the state.

77 illegal encroachments demolished, 204 identified in anti-encroachment drive on Friday
In pursuance of orders of honorable High court, the exercise of demolition, identification of illegal encroachments and illegal constructions on footpaths, lanes and roads for general public and sealing of illegal encroachments in Dehradun city by Mussoorie- Dehradun Development Authority, Municipal Corporation, Dehradun and district administration has been going on.

Under the anti-encroachment drive on Friday, 1418 workers demolished 77 illegal encroachments while 3893 workers identified 204 illegal encroachments.

Additional Chief Secretary Om Prakash gave necessary instructions to the officials involved in the anti-encroachment drive for future work plan at a meeting held at Women Industrial Training Institute, RDT Auditorium at Survey Chowk. He said that the work of demolition of illegal encroachments, identification and sealing on main roads should be speeded up. He said that no laxity in removing the illegal encroachments on main roads and within the limits of Municipal Corporation will be tolerated.

He strictly instructed the officials of anti-encroachment task force that the work of demolition of illegal encroachment, identification and sealing should done as per rules on the orders of the high court. He said that no slackness should be done in the work. He further said that the number of teams of task force should be increased as per the requirement.

Om Prakash said that the orders of the high court are implemented in letter and spirit in removing the illegal encroachments. He instructed the officials of the PWD department to remove the debris of the demolished buildings and boundary walls from the road. The PWD officials informed that the work to remove the debris has been going on in full swing. Om Prakash said that concerned department should remove the debris quickly so that general public do not face any inconvenience.

Om Prakash said that the estimates of repair of roads and beautification by Power, PWD, MDDA, Irrigation and other related department should be prepared speedily so that further action is initiated.

Paddy purchase to start in Uttarakhand from Oct 1

Uttarakhand Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat has instructed to start the purchase paddy from first of October. He instructed that by September 25 all purchase centres should have computerized weigh balances and other necessary arrangements and purchase of paddy should be online.  Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat also released a sum of Rs. 50 crore to cooperative department so that paddy farmers get paddy price of their produce on time.   

Addressing a meeting on Kharif purchase season 2018-19 with senior officials of the concerned departments at his official residence on Friday, Chief Minister instructed that farmers should not face any difficulty at the purchase centres and this should be ensured that farmers get the price of paddy produce immediately.

Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat said that a target of ten lakh tonne of paddy purchase should be fixed. He also asked for increasing the number of purchase centres as compared to last year in Udham Singh Nagar and Haridwar. He said that online system of paddy purchase will help farmers get their payment early. He said that it should be ensured that farmers get paddy price within three days. He also instructed that a list of farmers be prepared without any delay and start of registration of farmers should start from August 1, 2018.  

Principal Secretary Food Grains Anand Vardhan informed the Chief Minister that five agencies have been named for the purchase of paddy for the Kharif purchase season-2018-19. These are Food and Civil Supplies and Consumer Affairs department (marketing branch), Uttarakhand State Cooperative Marketing Federation Limited,   National Cooperative Consumers Federation (NCCF), Uttar Pradesh Consumers Cooperative Federation Limited and  National Federation of Farmers' Procurement, Processing and Retailing Cooperatives of India Ltd, (NACOF).   

He said that a total of 158 purchase centres have been set up in Garhwal and Kumoan regions. On the instructions of Chief Minister, the number of purchase centres in Udham Singh Nagar have been increased from 127 to 140 while the number of purchase centres in Haridwar have been increased from 13 to 20.  He informed that a software has been developed for the purchase and payment of paddy to the farmers and an amount of Rs.1770 per quintal has been fixed as paddy price.  

Secretary R. Meenakshi Sundram, D. Senthil Pandian, RFC Garhwal Chander Singh, RFC, Kumaon Lalit Mohan Rayal, Managing Director, Mandi, DheeraJ Singh Garbyal, MD, USF, Era Upretai, Additional District Magistrate Udham Singh Nagar Jagdish Chander Kandpal, officials of food and supply department and representatives of purchase agencies were present in the meeting.

Chief Minister issues instructions to expedite development work

· Development works in Badrinath, Karnprayag and Kedarnath assembly constituencies reviewed
Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat reviewed the development works in assembly constituencies of Chamoli and Rudraprayag districts through video conferencing at Secretariat on Friday. Mainly the implementation of the Chief Ministers’ announcements was reviewed.
In the meeting, Cabinet Minister Mr. Madan Kaushik, Mr. Prakash Pant, MLA Mr. Mahendra Bhatt, Mr. Surendra Singh Negi, Mr. Manoj Rawat, Additional Chief Secretary Mr. Om Prakash, Mrs. Radha Raturi, senior officials of the government, District Magistrate at district headquarters and district level officers were present.  
After the meeting, giving information to the media, cabinet minister said that on Friday, review of the assembly constituencies of Badrinath, Karnprayag and Kedarnath was done. Due to technical fault in the NIC, review of Rudraprayag and Tharali assembly constituencies could not be done. Separate date will be announced for the review of these assembly constituencies. He said that 24 announcements of Badrinath assembly constituency were reviewed. Out of which 2 have been completed and work on 19 is in progress and instructions were issued to take immediate action on the remaining. In the Karnprayag assembly constituency, out of the total announcements made, work on 20 is in progress and instructions have been issued to soon start work on the remaining. In Kedarnath assembly constituency, work on 7 announcements is under progress. Earlier, in the meeting Chief Minister instructed the officers to complete the necessary formalities as soon as possible to complete the various development projects. He said that the implementation of the Chief Minister's announcement should be expedited.
During the review of Kedarnath Assembly Constituency, the Chief Minister said that Tapt Kund in Gaurikund should be made in its old form. Irrigation department would build it. To make sure that the nature of hot water flow remains the same, opinion of a consultant agency should be taken. During the 2013 disaster, this Tapt Kund had been swept away. Survey has been done to solve the problems of drinking water in Ukhimath and Guptkashi and DPR is being prepared. Chief Minister instructed to keep these drinking water plans on priority. Construction work of Anganwadi Building in Ladoli will be started soon.
Under the Badrinath Assembly Constituency, modern toilets would be constructed in Badrinath and Govind Ghat.  For which instructions have been issued for selection of land within a week. Signage will be installed in Badrinath and Govind Ghat. Land has been selected for construction of helipad in Joshimath. After getting clearance from DGCA, the work will be completed soon. The land for the hostel in Rajiv Gandhi Secondary Navodaya Vidyalaya in Badrinath will soon be selected. For setting up petrol pump and gas agency in Badrinath, instructions have been issued to send the estimates soon. Soon, a DPR is being prepared for the auditorium in Gopeshwar. A master plan is being prepared for the planned development of Badrinath.
In Karnprayag Assembly Constituency, for the planned development, the work of master plan for Gairsain is under progress. To solve the problem of drinking water in Gairsain, a lake has to be built. Chief Minister has directed for the preparation of its DPR by the end of October. Helipad will be expanded in Bharadisain. Before its expansion, instructions have also been given for its technical examination. In Gairsain, DPR for the auditorium is being prepared. The name of the Government Inter College, Karnprayag has been named after the Victoria Cross Darwan Singh. Hargarh is being developed as an excellence center, in which various types of medicinal species will be planted. Kanoth-Khet-Koli drinking water line has also been approved.
Apart from this, in the above-mentioned assembly segments, the implementation various road, drinking water, parking, classroom construction in schools and other development schemes were reviewed in detail.
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
