166 illegal encroachment removed, 88 identified and nine buildings sealed during anti-encroachment drive on Saturday

Additional Chief Secretary Om Prakash has informed that in pursuance of orders of honourable court, the exercise of demolition, identification of illegal encroachments and illegal constructions on footpaths, lanes, roads and other places and sealing of illegal encroachments in Dehradun city by Mussoorie-Dehradun Development Authority, Municipal Corporation, Dehradun and district administration has been going on.

Under the anti-encroachment drive on Saturday, 166 illegal encroachments were demolished and 88 illegal encroachments were identified and nine buildings were sealed. Till date, a total of 2731 illegal encroachments have been demolished, 4964 illegal encroachments have been identified and 104 buildings sealed during the anti-encroachment drive.

 Additional Chief Secretary Om Prakash said that in pursuance of orders of honourable court, the work to remove encroachments on main roads has been going on. He instructed the task force officials that the work of removing illegal encroachments, identification of illegal encroachments and sealing of such buildings should be completed by July 27, 2018 as per the court orders. Taking cognizance of the reports in media that re-encroachments is again being done, Om Prakash said that it was not proper. Giving instructions in this regard, he said that strict action will be taken against officers and employees if any re-encroachment occurs in their jurisdiction. He said that strict vigil should be maintained at such places.

Cabinet Minister Pant represents Uttarakhand in 28th GST Council meeting

The 28th GST Council meeting was held under the chairmanship of Union Minister Mr. Piyush Goyal in New Delhi on Saturday. In the meeting Uttarakhand was represented by Finance Minister Mr. Prakash Pant. In this regard, the Cabinet Minister Mr. Prakash Pant said that in the meeting, one of the important decisions taken with respect to Uttarakhand is that in the past, registration on the turnover of up to Rs 10 lakh was compulsory, which has now been increased to Rs 20 lakhs. He said that decision has also been taken to amend the GST Act and a bill in this regard will be presented in the Lok Sabha. Keeping in view the interest of the six states including Uttarakhand, Pondicherry, Himachal Pradesh, Punjab, Jammu & Kashmir and Bihar that were witnessing loss of revenue post GST, a committee headed by the Secretary level officer has been constituted, which will submit its report after conducting a study in this regard. He informed that the time limit for migration of GST registration has been increased to 31st August and the need for compulsory filing of monthly returns has now been amended and revised to three months. The traders with turnover of Rs 5 crores will get benefit from this. This will also benefit the businessmen of Uttarakhand and will also provide a positive solution to the loss in the state's revenue.
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
