Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat has asked all the District Magistrates to ensure a complete ban on plastic in the state and prevent the use of synthetic drugs as well as monitor the transmission of objectionable messages and rumours on social media. Chief Minister reviewed the effective efforts being made at district level through video conferencing by all the District Magistrate in this regard at Secretariat on Wednesday.

Chief Minister said that it has been decided to impose a full ban on plastics for making the Devbhoomi pollution free for which all District Magistrates will make special efforts. He also stressed on the widespread public awareness in this regard, starting with all the temples, fairs and commerce establishments. Chief Minister asked the District Magistrates and police officers to take active participation in the efforts to keep youth away from drug addiction and make the state drug free besides taking action in this regard with strictness and also increase public awareness.

Chief Minister also instructed to monitor the transmission of objectionable messages on social media. He talked for an urgent action in this regard, especially the abusive remarks made against women. Chief Minister said that the purity of the state’s environment requires consolidated efforts and effective initiatives to promote better future of the youth and social harmony.

CM Rawat review disaster relief works through video conference with DMs

Uttarakhand Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat held a video conference with all the District Magistrates on the damage caused by disaster and the relief works being undertaken in the state at Secretariat on Wednesday.      

During the video conference, Chief Minister instructed all the District Magistrates to get relief works completed expeditiously and said that there will be no dearth of money in this regard.  For immediate relief, a sum of Rs. 77 crores has been made available to all the District Magistrates. A sum of Rs. 17 crores has been given for the repair of roads. Chief Minister asked the District magistrates to remain vigilant and keep the disaster management apparatus effective opening the disaster emergency centre open round the clock. He instructed that all the districts should be in constant touch with State Disaster Mitigation Centre.  The information of any disaster should be immediately conveyed to the state administration.   

He also asked all the concerned departments to work in coordination.  He also called for evaluation of the spread of diseases during rainy season and necessary preparations to check these besides evaluation of possibilities of spread of diseases amongst animals and methods to check them with adequate arrangements. Chief Minister also issued instructions to assess the probability and to prepare the necessary preparations to avoid this, along with instructions for the possibility of diseases in animals and measures to avoid this and to complete the necessary preparations.

Chief Minister took detailed information about loss of lives and animal losses and damage to the buildings, land and government assets. Chief Minister instructed to keep the data of the information being reported in all the districts in a proper manner and said that the exact details of the damage due to disaster should be prepared and the officer should understand their responsibility. Chief Minister also instructed that work which does not come in the parameters of disaster, their proposals should be sent to the government and funds will be provided. He also instructed departments to make arrangements for natural calamity fund in all departments.

Regarding the damage to Nainital Mall Road, Chief Minister has instructed that a team of experts be sent for doing the needful. Chief Minister said that the complete master plan should also be prepared for Yamunotri so that passenger movement in the future is smooth. Chief Minister also instructed to prepare a communication plan for the Vyas and Darmaghati of Pithoragarh. Chief Minister also asked to prepare a treatment plan for the damage caused by Paniyala Nullah and Sukharo river in Kotdwar and asked to pay attention to the reasons for the loss. Chief Minister also took information about the number of pilgrims status in Badrinath, Kedarnath, Yamunotri, Gangotri and Hemkund Sahib. It was informed by the concerned District Magistrates that the journey is being underway smoothly. Once the route is closed, an immediate arrangement for opening of the road is ensured and the convenience of passengers is also being taken care off.

Chief Minister has directed the District Magistrate Rudraprayag to ensure completion of the reconstruction work being done in Kedarnath by October 31, 2018. Chief Minister also praised the District Magistrate for keeping the Response Time for 15 to 20 minutes to open the travel route in Rudraprayag during the travel period.

It was informed in the meeting that 52 persons lost their lives, seven got injured and six are missing due to disaster in the state during monsoon period. The disaster has affected 119 large animals and 388 small animals in the state.

In the meeting, Chief Secretary Mr. Utpal Kumar Singh and senior government officials and District Magistrates were present.

Higher Education Council meeting held
A meeting of the Higher Education Council was held under the chairmanship of Higher Education Minister Dr. Dhan Singh Rawat in the Secretariat meeting hall on Wednesday. In the meeting, discussions were held regarding the Union HRD Ministry approved schemes in the RUSA Phase-II and the progress of the schemes of RUSA Phase-I. Dr. Rawat issued instructions that under the RUSA Phase-I, the grants for the approved schemes should be utilised and the Utilization Certificate should be submitted to the RUSA Office, so that next installment can be released by the Minister of Human Resource and Development.

Under the structural grant of universities, Dr. Dhan Singh Rawat instructed to properly utilize the amount of Rs. 20-20 crores sanctioned for Kumaon and Doon University. Infrastructure facilities are to be expanded in the university from the sanctioned amount. In the Phase-II, in the structural grant scheme for colleges, instructions were issued that approved grant of Rs 90-90 lakhs to SGRR PG College Dehradun, Government Women College Haldwani, Government Post Graduate College Kotdwar, Rishikesh, Kashipur, Bageshwar, Dwarahat, Rudrapur, Dakpathar, Ramnagar and Lohaghat, should be utilized in a qualitative and time bound manner.

Instructions were given by the Higher Education Minister that the colleges which have not got accreditation from NAAC should try to get accreditation from NAAC in order to become eligible for grants. In the meeting, discussions were held regarding the proposed Gyan Kumbh on 3 November 2018. During the review, the Minister was apprised that the Ministry of Human Resource and Development has given the approval in Principle for grant of Rs 4-4 crore for the development of Government College Jaiharikhal and Government College Talwari as Model College and Rs 3 crore and Rs 2 crore have been sanctioned for the hostel in the State Post-Graduate College Doiwala and Munsari respectively. Structural grant of of Rs. 2-2 crore has also been approved in RUSA Phase-II for the Government College Manila (Almora), Government Post Graduate College, Syaldey (Almora) and M.K.P Post-Graduate College Dehradun.

During the review of progress of RUSA Phase-1 in the meeting, it was conveyed to the Higher Education Minister that the third installment of grants has been received by 32 colleges and universities and they would be able to get the fourth installment after utilization of the third installment of grant.

Uttarakhand Health Systems Development Project will be a game changer in health sector

Quality medical services will be available in the hill areas of the state as well. For this, the state government has prepared the blueprint. This work will be done through the Uttarakhand Health Systems Development Project. Rs. 120 crores have been approved for this project of World Bank. Under the chairmanship of Chief Secretary Mr. Utpal Kumar Singh, the meeting of Project Governing Body was held in the Secretariat on Wednesday. Chief Secretary instructed that such effective arrangements should be made that the patients should not have to go far away for treatment. In particular, all the facilities for examination and treatment should be provided in the district hospitals in remote hill areas. Regular monitoring and evaluation of the project is also needed.

Secretary Health Mr. Nitesh Kumar Jha said that this first of its kind project is being implemented in the country. It will prove to be a game changer in the field of health services. After making Almora Hospital an e-Hospital, all hospitals are being made online. Soon e-slip system will be implemented in government hospitals. Surveys are being done to create an e-health record for the entire state. Regarding the Uttarakhand Health Systems Development Project, the Secretary said that work has been started in cluster mode for improvement in the system. Tehri district has been selected as the first cluster. Under the project, new initiatives will be implemented in collaboration with private sector. It includes new initiatives in integrated health care and health care financing. Apart from this, important work will also be done to improve the medical system. He said that the private sector cooperation will be taken on the basis of performance. The number of patients will be checked in hospitals The assessment will be done according to the standards of the National Accreditation Board for Hospital. Patients satisfaction will also be checked. In the event of an emergency, the hospital's preparation will be observed. The project will also be linked to Ayushman Bharat.

Aim of Uttarakhand government is to make higher education qualitative: Dr. Rawat

With a view to bring uniformity in the operation of the universities, a meeting to bring a uniform Act for the State Universities by the Uttarakhand government was held under the chairmanship of the Minister of Higher Education Dr. Dhan Singh Rawat at Secretariat on Wednesday. Vice Chancellors of all government and private universities of the state participated in the meeting. In the meeting, Dr. Rawat said that with an aim to make the higher education qualitative and to provide all the students an opportunity of uniform education, an Umbrella Act has to be brought for the universities of the Uttarakhand. For this, suggestions have been sought from all universities, so that the University Act can be prepared with the consent of all.

Notably, a a nine member committee has been formed for this work by the government, in which Vice Chancellor of private university SRHU Dr. Vijay Dhasmana, Vice Chancellor of Sri Guru Ram Rai University Prof. P.P Dhyani, Vice Chancellor of IMS Unison University Dr. Rajendra Kumar Pandey has also been included as a member. Dr. Dhan Singh Rawat said that book donation campaign and drug de-addiction campaigns have been started by the state government. He expected the Vice Chancellors of the universities to cooperate in these campaigns and conduct awareness campaign on drug de-addiction in hostels under the universities.
