93 illegal encroachments identified during anti-encroachment drive on Monday

Additional Chief Secretary Om Prakash has informed that in pursuance of orders of honorable court, the exercise of demolition, identification of illegal encroachments and illegal constructions on footpaths, lanes, roads and other places and sealing of illegal encroachments in Dehradun city by Mussoorie-Dehradun Development Authority, Municipal Corporation, Dehradun and district administration has been going on.

Additional Chief Secretary Om Prakash has instructed the officials/employees of encroachment removal task force to work with mutual coordination during the removal of encroachment, so that the 100 per cent compliance of the orders given by the court can be ensured promptly. He said that encroachments in the municipal corporation limits will be removed at all costs. He said that no matter how influential the encroacher is, no one will be spared. He said that the administration is being identifying such people, who are removing the marks from identified encroached buildings. Taking cognizance of creating interference in the government work, FIR’s are being lodged against such persons. He said that in future, if anyone indulges in removing the marks from the buildings identified under illegal encroachment category, then FIR would be lodged against such persons.

Om Prakash said that the campaign to remove illegal encroachment is to be used for widening of the road, to construct pavement, drainage, utility duct and on-road parking and vendor zones. He instructed the Municipal Corporation to initiate the process of creating vending zones as soon as possible. He said that the people whose shops have been removed during encroachment, the record of the same should be made as soon as possible so that after creating vending zones, they can be allotted the shops with complete transparency and fairness.

Om Prakash said that under the anti-encroachment drive on Monday, 93 illegal encroachments were identified and four buildings were sealed. Till date, a total of 4730 illegal encroachments have been demolished, 8473 illegal encroachments have been identified and 133 buildings have been sealed.

The intelligence system is being strengthened.  Principal Secretary said that everyone has the right to live a dignified life under the Indian constitution. In the Constitution, the right to life is enshrined in the category of "basic rights". Attack and murder by the crowd can be seen as a vicious attack on personal liberty and fundamental rights of life.

The most important thing is that in the democratic system of India lies the 'rule of law'. Here every citizen is expected not violate the law and do not indulge in any illegal activity. If any person has committed a crime, then the right to punish him lies with the law and not the mob. The person involved in mob violence will be punished severely under the law.

Principal Secretary Home Mr. Anand Bardhan has appealed to people not to take the law into their own hands and should not get involved in mob violence. Police are keeping a close eye on the social media as well. Do not misuse social media. Neither spread rumours nor become victims of rumours. Provide information about the elements instigating violence in the nearby police station and the identity of those who will give the information will be kept secret.

Swachhta Abhiyan is the utmost priority of government: CM Trivendra

Rebuking the officials of the Haridwar Municipal Corporation, Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat has directed them to soon ensure the garbage disposal in the district Haridwar. He warned the officials that in case the garbage disposal was not ensured in the district, then strict action will be initiated against the concerned officers. He said that Swachhta Abhiyan is the utmost priority of the government. Any negligence in the waste disposal on time and cleaning of public places will not be tolerated. Chief Minister said that the in the public works, the officers in coordination with the elected representatives of the public should adopt a collaborative approach. Chief Minister was holding a meeting in connection with the beautification of district Haridwar at Secretariat on Monday.    

Chief Minister issued strict instructions to stop the blood flow from the slaughterhouses in the outer areas of the district Haridwar, directly to the rivers and streams. Taking cognizance of the local people's complaint, the Chief Minister ordered the District Magistrate Haridwar to investigate the closure of the sewerage treatment plant during the rainy season. He issued instruction for imnmediate technical survey for connecting the Nullahs with STP (Sewerage Treatment Plant) and ensure cleanliness. Chief Minister said that before 2021 Haridwar Kumbh we have to ensure cleanliness and revival of about 135 nullahs of the state in which 23 are located in Haridwar. He talked about making Ganga clean before the upcoming Haridwar Kumbh. Chief Minister said that there is a need to work on short-term schemes with immediate effect, along with long term schemes for the cleanliness of the drains and the management of solid waste.

In the meeting Parmarth Niketan gave a presentation on the successful attempt to clean and beautify the Chandreshwar Nullah in very short period of five days. Chief Minister instructed that the aforementioned effort of Parmarth Niketan by the officials should also be implemented in the form of pilot project for treatment and beautification of other drains. He instructed that a Technical Survey should be conducted soon to implement this project. Chief Minister instructed that as long as the sewerage treatment plant is not established for the treatment of drains of the state, work on the possibility of implementing the Chandreshwar Nullah model for immediate treatment of various drains.

During the meeting, discussions were held about the redevelopment and beautification of various Ghats in district Haridwar, development of Yoga Park, beautification of various roads, entrances, plantation, multilevel parking with the support of the administration and CSR fund.

Minister Pandey takes review meeting of Education Department

Education Minister Mr. Arvind Pandey held a review meeting of the Education Department in the Secretariat on Monday.  He reviewed the action taken by the Nodal Officers regarding the directions issued by the honorable High Court that price of the others books being introduced by certain private schools should not be more than NCERT books. During the review, Nodal officials told that in certain schools, books other than NCERT are also being taught, which is increasing financial burden on the parents. Education Minister said that such cases should be brought to the notice of the High Court and notices be issued to the respective schools. Information about the books in the curriculum by each school should be uploaded on the website. He asked officials to ensure that there should be no dearth of NCERT books. Books are available in schools on time. He gave instructions to NCERT officials to convene a meeting in this regard soon.

Education Minister said that regular programmes will be organized in schools on the birth and death anniversary of the great personalities. Information about the life of great personalities and their accomplishments should be given in the prayer gatherings. Such activities should also be got done by the students. Annual day function should also be organized in the schools. Education Minister said that teachers, who do good work, should be honoured. He said that a separate list should be made of the teacher and teacher couple, suffering from cancer or kidney disease and have to get dialysis or their children are suffering from these diseases.

Only qualified instructors should be kept on the basis of the number of trainees in the DIET. Education Minister said that the schools having less than 10 students, where now the number of students has increased should be inspected to ascertain the actual situation. No negligence will be tolerated in this work.

Community Radio will prove helpful in Disaster Sensitive Uttarakhand

In association with the State Disaster Management Authority and the Disaster Mitigation and Management Center with the support of the Ideosync Media Combine, a day-long workshop on "Community Radio for Mass Awareness and Disaster Risk Reduction" was organized at a local hotel in Dehradun on Monday.

The purpose of the workshop was to invite and encourage people interested in establishing community radio stations in the far-flung areas of the state, by giving them grants from the state government and to provide the information related to public awareness, emergency information and various developmental schemes to the community and remote areas.

Welcoming the participants and guest speakers in the workshop, Secretary Disaster Management Amit Negi apprised that in view of the increasing frequency of disasters, intensity and dramatic changes in the results, the Disaster Risk Reduction has become a necessity of the world. Negi said that the problem of communicating resources in Disaster Risk Reduction has its own importance and when it is related to the heterogeneous geography of Uttarakhand, then the role of community radio cannot be denied. He said that there is a lot of participation and involvement of the people’s community in the programmes being broadcasted from these stations, so it is necessary to establish them the aim of bringing a positive social change in the society.

It is worth noting that the Ministry of Information and Broadcasting, Government of India has simplified its community radio licensing policy, so that local institutions, universities, civil society, voluntary institutions and non-government organizations come forward to establish the community radio station. He said that community radio stations will be encouraged by the state government.

Highlighting the purpose and theme of the workshop, Additional Secretary Savin Bansal said that apart from the establishment of new community radio stations in the state, encouraging the activities of already operated radio stations and making them economically independent is the main objective behind the workshop. He said that not only limiting the community radio stations to self-help groups and non-governmental organizations, it would also be useful for the Universities and Colleges of Kumaon and Garhwal running Mass Commissions courses. Bansal said that the efforts being made by local radio were quite successful. Through the radio, rural farmers and other poor sections can communicate their message to the community and the government.

Mr. Ramesh Bhatt, Media Advisor to the Chief Minister, who was present as a special guest, highlighted the multidimensional use of community radio. He described community radio as the appropriate source of real time decimation. With the promotion of all achievements of all the departments, activities and other related advertisements through community radio, setting up of 60 -70 Community Radio Cells in every state assembly segment has been strongly recommended by him. Mr. Bhatt assured that in view of the state's geographical conditions, he would get financial support from the Chief Minister to empower the community radio stations. He expected from the managers of community radio stations to circulate more information about the government's schemes and information before and after the disaster among the people of the state in a more effective manner.

Disaster Mitigation and Management Center Dr. Piyush Rautela highlighting the need for traditional knowledge of the state and community radio on Disaster Risk Reduction in the special perspective of Uttarakhand. Dr. Rautela said that under the community radio station promotion policy, the state government will grant 30 per cent of the total project cost to the interested institutions and organizations up to a maximum of five lakh rupees. In the policy, priority is given to radio stations in remote areas and it has been made mandatory to get the established resources insured for disaster. Prior to receiving the grant, the radio stations have to give certificates of the land and buildings for complying with the disaster safety standards. He said that for maintaining the financial independence of radio stations and maintaining their continuity, a fixed portion of the budget allocation for various schemes of the Central and State Government will be kept for them. These radio stations will give priority to the emergency information in their programmes, failing which the recommendation for cancellation of licenses of related radio station can be done.

In the workshop, Ideosync Media Combine Executive Director N. Ramakrishnan provided information on the situation, policy, establishment, budget arrangement, training of community radio stations in India's special perspective. He told that community radio is the appropriate resource for the people. A documentary was also screened on this occasion. Former Advisor, Community Radio, Commonwealth Educational Media Center Rukmani Vemaraju expressed her thoughts were expressed on “The purpose of community radio and the understanding its philosophy”.

In the workshop, representatives of Henvalvani, Radioa Luit, North-East, Mann Deshi Tarang Vahini, Radio Namaskar, Waqt Ki Awaaz shared their success stories and experiences with the participants from the open forum. The station director of the state's oldest community radio station, Henvalvani expressed that this is a good initiative of the government, so that people will be able to share their problems and important information while living in far-flung areas. They will be given full support by the government.

State Disaster Counter Force, Forest, Public Relations Society of India, Information and Public Relations Department, Police, School Education, Public Works Department, Irrigation, Food and Civil Supplies, Civil Society, office bearers of NGOs, teachers and students of various schools participated in the workshop. Suggestions were taken to improve the community radio policy of Uttarakhand from all the departments in the workshop so that more and more people could join this campaign and in the case of disaster, setting up more and more community radio in far-flung areas to connect with the people of these areas.
