67 illegal encroachments demolished 10 identified and two buildings sealed during anti-encroachment drive on Thursday

In pursuance of orders of honorable courts, the exercise of demolition, identification of illegal encroachments and illegal constructions on footpaths, lanes, roads and other places and sealing of illegal encroachments in Dehradun city by Mussoorie- Dehradun Development Authority, Municipal Corporation, Dehradun and district administration has been going on.

Additional Chief Secretary Om Prakash said that the work to demolish illegal encroachments by anti-encroachment task force has been going speedily. Om Prakash said that traffic is being diverted at the places where anti-encroachment drive is being undertaken so that there is no inconvenience to general public and the anti-encroachment work is also not affected.   

 He appealed to the general public to support the anti-encroachment drive and keep patience and keep extending their support for the cause. He further said that the orders of the honorable courts on removing illegal encroachments are being followed in letter and spirit.  

Om Prakash said that roads in Dehradun have been damaged due to rains and general public is facing inconvenience. Expressing his displeasure, Additional Chief Secretary took officials of PWD department to task and instructed them to get the roads repaired without delay. He said that the potholes on the roads should be filled with RBM, tiles and bricks firmly so that there is no possibility of any untoward accident. He warned the engineers of the PWD department that any laxity in filing the potholes on roads will not be pardoned.

 Om Prakash again appealed to those who have encroached upon government land to remove their encroachment themselves or else anti-encroachment task force will ensured its removal. He further said that if the anti-encroachment task force will remove such encroachments then the encroachers will be made to pay for the demolition work as land revenue.

Om Prakash asked the officers of all the departments to complete their works on schedule time. He said that the work of widening, stone work and beautification of roads should be ensured speedily. He instructed the officers of PWD department to get the work of leveling and stone work completed of the roads and power department officials to complete the works of transformers, shifting of power lines and electricity poles and works related to HT and LT lines.    

Additional Chief Secretary Om Prakash said that under the anti-encroachment drive on Thursday, 67 illegal encroachments were demolished and 10 illegal encroachments identified and two buildings were sealed. Till date, a total of 4933 illegal encroachments have been demolished, 8608 illegal encroachments have been identified and 139 buildings have been sealed.

UJVNL to produce power from sugar mills

  The Uttarakhand Jal Vidyut Nigam will produce electricity from ‘baggass “ from Bazpur, Nadehi and Kiccha sugar mills. The Nigam will give power royalty to these sugar mills. The Nigam will also undertake the modernization of these mills. This decision was taken at a meeting held under the chairmanship of Chief Secretary Utpal Kumar Singh.  

 It was informed in the meeting that UJVNL will under the work to produce electricity from “baggass’ on built, operate and own basis. Apart from “Baggass” other bio-mass will also be used for power generation. Ethanol will be produced from Doiwala sugar mill under Government of India scheme.  The distillery and sugar mill will be run side by side.

Minister Uniyal inaugurates nationwide mission for promotion of GeM in Uttarakhand

Agriculture Minister Mr. Subodh Uniyal inaugurated the nationwide mission for the promotion of Government e Market (GeM) run by the Government of India, aimed at ensuring transparency and competition in government work, being underway from 04 September to 15th October, in the state, at the Secretariat auditorium. On this occasion, Agriculture Minister expected the Head of the departments to make the Paperless, Contactless and Cashless Scheme, being operational as a part of Prime Minister Mr. Narendra Modi’s resolve for transparency, effective and empowering. He said that the state government is working under the policy of Zero Tolerance to curb corruption. We have to create an environment of competition for transparency and quality products and the Prime Minister of India is always worried about the creation of transparency and corruption free environment in the country and under this, on 27th December, 2017, state government entered into a MoU for GeM with the Government of India. Provision for GEM has also been made in the Procurement Rule, 2017. The procurement by the government should also be done through GEM and it is being complied with but due to lack of proper information, the 100 per cent compliance in the state is still not there.  Describing this workshop under GeM as useful, the Minister instructed the heads of all departments to understand it properly and ensure compliance in their respective departments. He said that the buyer often does not get the direct benefit due to the mediator in the purchase, but through GeM, the maximum benefit will be achieved in less expenditure.

Terming the registered 200 purchase officers and 1000 suppliers so far in the state as inadequate, the Minister asked to increase their strength. He thanked the organizing departments for the workshop. He instructed the officers present to increase the capacity of the GeM concept to provide transparency, activation and timely service. The Minister said that the work of e-marketing is already going on in his ministry, for which the state government has also received an appreciation letter from the Government of India. He hoped that the producers of remote areas of the state should also be extended help for more and more registration in GeM, which would help them to get boost their economy, provide local producers a healthy market besides preventing migration. He said that he also requested the Chief Minister to reward the departments doing excellent work in the E Portal.

Secretary Mr. Amit Singh Negi said that the Government has to give Certain Level of Governance to the citizens, in view of which the Government of Uttarakhand has made provision to purchase GeM in the Rule-7 of the New Procurement Rules, 2017 and transparency and accountability in the purchase order has been fixed. He said that GeM was used by the state government in the past and from time to time the queries of the heald of departments related to it are addressed. In the Most Comprehensive Buyer category, state received the GeM top buyer 2018 prize. He expects the Head of Department/Financial Controller and other officials to understand the minute details of the purchase on the GeM portal and also ask questions about the problem and solve them as well. Also encourage local merchants to register on GeM. Registering more and more businessmen will lead to a healthy and better competition. Our traders will not only get a chance to participate in government procurement of the state but can participate in the procurement process in other ministries, departments, corporations and government companies spread across the country. This can increase their income and can contribute to the development of the state. Also, register more and more producers of the state so that the demand of the local producers increases in the outside states and increase their income. He instructed the Heads of the Departments to purchase the goods and services used in the office on priority. In the short period from January, 2018 till now, the State Government has made special efforts as per the direction of the GeM SPV. As a result, more than 200 buyer offices and more than 1000 vendors have registered. Procurement of more than Rs. 37 crores has been done through GeM portal. The vendors have been paid in time by the state government.

Mr. Keshav Chandra, Joint Secretary, Government of India, appreciated the achievement of GEM in Uttarakhand and said that in August 2016, technology along with a new formula was brought by the Indian government, the concept of which was maximum governance to be used for the procurement. The e-market has been linked to Procurement Rules and by addressing the problems being reported by the State Government in the first and second GEO version, the version of GEM3 has been brought in January 2018. In which, the vendors of remote areas in the state have also been included. By which inactive and fake producers have been removed from GEM and the actual, responsible producers are being registered. It is ensuring availability of the right producers. He said that many services are coming in GEM. The Uttarakhand government can take advantage of them. In the technical session, Deputy CEO of GEO Mr. S.K. Jain gave a presentation regarding registration under GEM, nomination of officials and bringing goods. The workshop was conducted by Mr. Manmohan Manali, Deputy Secretary, who is looking after the work of GEM in the state.
