In pursuance of orders of honorable courts, the exercise of demolition, identification of illegal encroachments and illegal constructions on footpaths, lanes, roads and other places and sealing of illegal encroachments in Dehradun city by Mussoorie-Dehradun Development Authority, Municipal Corporation, Dehradun and district administration has been going on.

Additional Chief Secretary Om Prakash on Friday, held a meeting with the anti-encroachment task force at the IRDT auditorium at Women Industrial Training Institute, Survey Chowk. He reviewed the demolition of the illegal encroachment, the identification of encroachments and the sealing of the illegal buildings being done and the forthcoming action plan in this regard. Om Prakash said that the anti-encroachment process in Dehradun city is continuing. In the proceedings of removal of encroachment in Premnagar, the orders given by the court have been followed 100 per cent. He said the for the removal of encroachments from Premnagar, task force teams of all four zones have been pressed into service, so that illegal encroachments can be removed from Premnagar. He told that 70 per cent illegal encroachments have been removed from Premnagar so far and the work to remove the remaining encroachments is continuing.

Om Prakash said that the task force had identified the 9000 illegal encroachments on the main roads of Dehradun city. Of which 5000 illegal encroachments have been removed so far and remaining encroachments will be removed in 15 days. He said that the campaign to remove illegal encroachment is to be used for widening of the road, to construct pavement, drainage, utility duct and on-road parking and vendor zones.

Om Prakash has urged the owners of the encroachments on the government land to remove their encroachment as soon as possible, otherwise the task of removal of encroaching by the task force will be ensured. He said that if encroachment is removed by the anti-encroachment task force, then recoveries according to the rules in the form of land revenue will have to be borne by the concerned owner. 

Om Prakash said that after the removal of encroachment from the city of Dehradun, the work of reconstruction of roads will be started after the rainy season is over. He said that so far, for the work of reconstruction, estimates of Rs 81 crores have been received from different departments. After receiving estimate of reconstruction of works of other beautification including the streets of Premnagar, this estimate is likely to be around Rs. 100 crores. For the work of reconstruction, financial assistance from Smart City, National Highway (NH), Municipal Corporation and Power Corporation will be taken.

Senior Superintendent of Police Nivedita Kukreti, Secretary MDDA P.C.Dumka, City Magistrate Manuj Goyal, Deputy Magistrate Sadar Pratyush Singh, Under Secretary Dinesh Kumar Punetha, along with concerned officers from PWD, Irrigation, Power and anti-encroachment campaign were present in the meeting.

Protection houses must have all kinds of basic amenities: CS Utpal Kumar Singh

Chief Secretary Mr. Utpal Kumar Singh has issued instructions for taking special care of cleanliness, health and safety in the child, women protection centers. He said that by providing employable training to children and women living in such houses, they should be made self-reliant. The protection houses should have all kinds of basic amenities as well as library, sports and sources of entertainment. Police verification must be done of all the staff posted. A special Anganwadi center should also be run in all these houses. Chief Secretary was holding a review meeting with those managing and concerned officers of the child/women protection centres operated in the state at Secretariat on Friday.

Additional Chief Secretary Mrs. Radha Raturi said that for security in the protection houses, CCTV cameras have been installed and they should be monitored regularly. Details of all visitors to the institution should be registered in the Visitors Register. Only female employees in the institution of children, girls and women up to 10 years of age should be deployed. In addition, Child Society and Management Committee should also be constituted in institutions.

It was informed in the meeting that the state government is run Government Nari Niketan, District Shelter and Protection Centres. Apart from this, the Government of India conducts the Swadhar Greh and Ujjwala Greh. Institutions are also being managed by NGOs. It was told that a social audit of 42 institutions operating in the state was conducted by the National Commission for Protection of Child Rights. Briefing about audit report was given in the meeting. There was no serious shortcoming in the audit except for certain facilities and arrangements. Instructions were made to remove those shortcomings as well.
