Speaking at the valedictory function of the summit, he said that like Prithvi Shaw of Indian cricket started his career by scoring a century, Uttarakhand Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat has started the development of Uttarakhand in an amazing way.  

Union Minister Mr. Rajnath Singh said that economy is the backbone of any country or state and to make it strong there is need for investments. Uttarakhand has ample natural and human resources with a stable government. The important factor in investment is better law and order situation and from this point of view Uttarakhand is an ideal state, he said.

 The Union minister said that there are vast opportunities for tourism, aroma, yoga, ayush and wellness in the state and people from across the world can come here. He said that Prime Minister has rightly called it Spiritual Eco Zone as there is special spiritual vibration in the atmosphere of the state. He further said that people of Uttarakhand have large hearts and having large hearts indicates spiritual. He hoped that the efforts of the state government will start the trend of reverse migration.

Union minister said that in the past years many starutural changes are made in the economy of the country and hoped that by 2030 India would be amongst the first three economies of the world. He said that India has the largest diversity of economic opportunities and GST will be a blessing for the country.

Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat said that the response of industrialist and investors during the Investors Summit was more than expected. A total of 601 MOUs worth Rs, 1,20,150 crore were signed and more investment proposals are lined up this month. He said that a launch pad for the development of Uttarakhand has been prepared by the summit and the state will be in different format by 2025. Minister Pandey calls investors to invest in field of Education

Prakash Pant called upon investors to invest in MSME sector

Uttarakhand Finance Minister Mr. Prakash Pant speaking at the MSME session of the second day of the ‘Uttarakhand Investors Summit’ on Monday welcomed the investors and said that MSME sector is important for Uttarakhand. He encouraged the investors to invest in the state. He said that there are favorable condition for industry in the state having trained manpower, cheap power and better law and order situation. He further said that such better atmosphere for industry will not be found in any state of the country.  “The state government has trained 13800 youth under skill development and there is target to train 1,00,000 youth this year giving them skill training. The aim to encourage investment in MSME is to create more opportunities for employment,” he said.

Mr. Prakash Pant said that investment in MSME will create direct and indirect employment opportunities and there are enough possibilities of investment in different sectors. The industrialists are being given all the facilities through single window system so that they do not feel any problem in setting up their industry. The ten policies have been framed keeping in mind the suggestions given by different entrepreneurs and business bodies during the various road shows held for Investors summit. There are favorable provision made in these policies for investment and medium and small businesses are given many facilities. The smaller traders have been taken care off in GST.

The entrepreneurs having annual turnover of less than Rs. 20 lakh have been given concession in GST. He said that besides MSME there are big and small industry in the state. He said that there are three categories in which investors can invest. He said that if the entrepreneur wants to set up their unit in Pithoragarh, Champwat, Chamoli, Uttarkashi and areas near Himalayas, then they will get exemption in stamp duty on land purchase.

 Mr Pant said that there are better rail, road and air services in the state. He further said that 800 kilometers of roads are built every year in the state and road connectivity even in the remote areas is better. The villages having a population of 250 are being linked with roads. The work on Rishikesh-Karanprayag railway line is going on. The work on all Weather road is also going on speedily and after the completion of the project, road connectivity will be even better leading to better transportation and facilities.

 He further said that road connectivity is better and Uttarakhand is linked with all bigger cities of the country. The air services are also good and air services are being operated for major cities of the country from Jollygrant airport. The air service between Dehradun and Pantnagar has also started. He said that under ‘UDAAN’ project, air service between Dehradun to Naini-Saini airport at Pithoragarh has been started today. Different MOUs in MSME sector were signed on the occasion.

Government making efforts to establish industrial estate in every district of state: Minister Pant

Presiding over the Plenary Session on Entrepreneurship Development and Start-Ups during the second session of the Investors Summit, Finance & Parliamentary Affairs Minister Mr. Prakash Pant has said that in order to move forward in the field of Start-Up, state has formulated 2018 Start-Up policy under which opportunity is being provided to youths of the state. Under the policy, new entrepreneurs are being provided capital subsidy, electricity concessions and other facilities for setting up Start-Ups. Applicants can register with the help of online portal while sitting at home. Entrepreneurs working in the field of Start-Up will be assisted by the Uttarakhand PHD Chambers of Commerce and Industry. The government is making efforts to establish industrial estate in every district of the state. The creative and innovation ideas and thinking of new talent of the state will be fully supported.

Director General/Commissioner Industries Shmt. Soujanya said that the Start-Up plan is under the state flagship programme. A special initiative has been taken by the government for this. A Start-Up Yatra was taken for awareness of the people about the plan. Several types of concessions are being given to increase the entrepreneurship and self-employment among the youth. General youth, who will start the Start-Up will get Rs 10,000 rupees per month for one year, while the youth of the hill areas, SC, ST and women will get Rs 15,000 per month. Industries established under the Start-Up will get a rebate for three years in SGST. Marketing of the product is also included in the plan. Under the Start-Up Policy, any youth from the state can start an industry based on his idea. The start-up plan has made the lives of people easier and to ensure that more and more people can get the benefit of the scheme, from time to time, the policy will also be amended.

The panelist members from the PHD Chamber of Commerce and Industry gave their suggestions for successful implementation of the Start-Up scheme in the state. They said that by starting Start-Up, it can be either success or failure but with firm determination, entrepreneurs should continue with their work. Failure is a part of life and failures also helps learn a lot. Regarding the icon like Oyo, Flipcart, they said that all companies had failed at many stages before their success but in the end, today they are among the best known companies in the country. Our goal is to establish 100 Unicorn by 2025 and the participants from this Summit are expected that some Unicorns should come from Uttarakhand. MoU of Rs 4834 crore signed in field of Agriculture and Horticulture: Minister Uniyal

On the second day of the Uttarakhand Investors Summit, Agriculture Minister Mr. Subodh Uniyal said that MoU of Rs 4834 crore have been signed in the field of Agriculture and Horticulture. MoU of Rs 1325 crore in Aroma Sector, Rs 1309 crore in Organic Farming and Rs 2200 crore in Horticulture have been inked. He told that Rs 500 crores are being invested in the state by Rasna. He said that there are 42 food processing sectors in India, out of which 2 are there in Uttarakhand. He said that the in food processing in the hill area, sector is being set up in Nautha from which 500 people will get employment. He said that presently tea cultivation is being done in 300 hectares of land in Uttarakhand. It will be increased to 1300 hectares. He said that Argentina wants to invest in the field of Herbal in Uttarakhand. He said that work is being done by creating separate clusters to increase organic farming. He said that cultivation of a similar product from 200 hectares to 400 hectares will be done as the state government wants that farmers should get good price of their product. He said that at present, 24 cold chains have been established in Uttarakhand. 15 cold chains have been established under one and a half year. He said that currently 1 lakh acres of organic farming is being done. By next year, it will be increased to 3 lakh acres.

State Minister Shmt Rekha Arya said that 70 per cent of the state population lives in rural areas. Animal Husbandry will help in boosting their economic condition. She said that organic farming is possible through animal husbandry. She said livestock production is an important part of our livelihood. There is excessive demand for investors in this area. She said that Semen Lab is being set up in the state for the promotion of animal husbandry and the animals of the advanced breed. She said that we are unable to fulfil 36 per cent of the fodder requirement. For this, investors can prepare business models. She said that using modern technology, women should also come forward in the areas of poultry, dairy, fishery, mushroom etc.

Joint Secretary, Food and Processing, Government of India, Mr. Parag Gupta said that there are many possibilities in the field of food processing. We all are already associated with food processing. Today, it is happening through new technology. He said that more and more cluster should be made in the state and food processing industries should be set up there.

Union Minister for Food Processing Shmt. Harsimrat Kaur Badal said that the one can get a glimpse of whole of India in Uttarakhand. This is Devbhoomi, where the saints have done Jap & Tap. She said that farmers work hard but grains get wasted due to lack of basic facilities. For this, the farmers will have to be provided basic facilities. She said there is immense potential of food processing in the Devbhoomi.

On this occasion, Secretary Dr. R. Meenakshi Sundaram provided several informations to the investors.
