USAC assured to design and develop a model in 45 days for control on mining on Song. He informed that on the directives of the Chief Minister, for the water conservation, the basic survey and identification of multipurpose ponds in Ramganga in Garsain, Sayunsi in Purivi Nyar, Khairsain and Paithani has been undertaken. He informed that USAC has prepared programmes for School Mapping, Cave Circuit in the tourism sector, Mapping in the area of panchayat, assembly area mapping programme, wetland mapping, GO Morphology mapping, book publication, management programme in development block and district level training and skill development and the beneficiaries are receiving the benefits.

Presentation of Smart Road DPR presented before CS Utpal Kumar Singh
Presentation of DPR of Smart Road was presented before the Chief Secretary Mr. Utpal Kumar Singh and Mayor, Municipal Corporation Dehradun Mr. Sunil Uniyal Gamma at Secretariat meeting hall on Tuesday. In the Smart City Project, four roads of Dehradun have been proposed under the Smart Roads, in which the Aaraghar-Behal Chowk-E.C.Road, Aaraghar-Prince Chowk-Haridwar Road, Clock Tower-Dilaram Chowk-Rajpur Road, Clock Tower-Kishan Nagar Chowk-Chakrata Road - total 8.10-km of road has to be constructed. In the proposed smart roads, multi-utility service duct will be built on both sides of the road, within which power, telephone cable and drinking water supply pipes can be inserted. Under these proposed ducts, the workers will be able to enter inside and do repair and service work and pollution sensors will also be set up in these service ducts. This will allow not to dig the roads repeatedly and the age of roads will increase. Drains will also be made on both sides of the roads for proper drainage of rain water and to prevent water accumulation on roads. Additional Chief Executive Officer, Dehradun Smart City Ltd. Mr. Ashish Srivastava  conveyed that technical assessment of this project has been got done from IIT Roorkee and the suggestions given by them will be included in the project. A sewer line will also be laid in these Smart Road as per the requirement for the next 30 years. Three years of maintenance cost have also been included in the project.

During the presentation, it was informed that in the first phase, work on Haridwar road (Prince Chowk-Aaraghar Chowk) total 1.5 km and E.C. Road (Aaraghar-Behal Chowk) total 2.9 km and in the second phase, work on Rajpur Road (Clock Tower-Dilaram Chowk) - 1.8 km and Chakrata Road (Clock Tower-Kishan Nagar Chowk) - 1.9 km will be done.

Chief Executive Officer, Dehradun Smart City Ltd. Mr. Shailesh Bagauli also informed in the meeting that RFP for the ICCC and Smart Road has also been issued.

Additional Chief Executive Officer, Dehradun Smart City Ltd. Mr. Ashish Srivastava said that RFP has been done for modernizing the three schools coming under the Smart City as smart schools in accordance with the instructions given by the Chief Secretary in the meeting of the High Powered Steering Committee (HPSC) of Dehradun Smart City Project held on December 26, 2018 and process to contact the Principal and teaching faculty of these schools for developing Gym, Indoor Games/Multi-purpose Hall as well as to impart training to the students and teachers of the smart schools is under process.

Chief Minister said that soon in the larger interest of farmers farm loan on zero interest rate will be provided to the farmers of the state. He said that earlier the farm loans were being provided at two percent interest rate but now on wards, farm loans with zero interest rate will be provided which would help in improving the economic condition of farmer besides helping in doubling their income. 

Speaking while inaugurating the Late Lala Asha Ram Vidyavati Maheshwari Dharamarth Hospital,Sewa Bharati Jhabreda under Jhabreda assembly segment on Tuesday, Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat said that the state government will fulfill all its announcements. He said that he makes only those promises which could be fulfilled. 
He said that farmers have been paid online for their paddy crop and in future such a policy will be also be made for sugarcane farmers so that they get payments on time. He said that his government will be strict with sugar mill in this regard.
Chief Minister said that the state government with any distinction between BPL and APL families have started ’Atal Ayushman Uttarakhand Yojna’ to provide health cover of Rs. Five lakh per annum to all the families in the state. He appealed to the people of the state to take benefit of the scheme. He said those who have not yet got their golden cards and in case they need medical treatment,can get themselves admitted in district hospitals and their cards will be made in the hospitals and they will also get free treatment. He said that all the people of the state will get golden cards for the scheme and there is no time limit.  
Chief Minister said that the state government is trying to bring out the sports talent through “Khel Mahakumbh”. Chief Minister said that talks with central government are on for construction of Iqbalpur Phatak and railway station at Jhabreda. Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat also announced the widening and strengthening of Roorkee-Lathardev-Jhabreda roa, upgradation of porimary health centre to community health centre at Jhabreda, construction of mini stadium on the land of  Chaudhari Bharat Singh DAV Inter College and construction of first phase of Jhabreda byepass iqbalpur-jhabreda road on Mangalore-Roorkee road.

With the efforts of state sports department, Uttarakhand got the recognition of the BCCI. With the active efforts of the sports department, International Cricket Tournament are also being held at the Maharana Pratap Sports Stadium from past two years. The historic Investors Summit was also organized at the Maharana Pratap Sports Stadium. State level sports Maha Kumbh is a very good start. In this Maha Kumbh, the sports talent of remote areas would be participating and they are being encouraged. This is a very good opportunity for children in the remote areas of the state, from where they can move forward. Our two international level stadiums are in Dehradun and Nainital. Chief Minister inaugurated the State Level Sports Maha Kumbh at Maharana Pratap Sports Stadium on Tuesday.

It is worth mentioning that for promoting sports in Uttarakhand, Sports Maha Kumbh was organised for the first time in the state in 2017. These competitions are organized in different age groups and sports categories from Nyay Panchayat to state level. It will encourage sports culture in the state and sports talent from remote rural and urban areas would be selected and trained for the future.
