The project will produce 660 MW hydro-electricity. In addition to this, irrigation of 97076 hectares area and 617 MCM of water for domestic and industrial use will be available. Irrigation and water related benefits from the project will be shared by the states of Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Uttar Pradesh, Delhi, Rajasthan and Haryana. The total cost of the project is Rs. 11550 crores.
