Women groups to get loan up to Rs five lakh at one per cent interest rate

   5, 40, 670 Golden cards under “Atal Ayushman Uttarakhand Scheme’ already  made
  Chief Minister inaugurated and laid foundation stone of developmental projects worth Rs 78.68 crore at Rudraprayag
Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat inaugurated the “Atal Ayushman Uttarakhand Scheme at Rudraprayag on Friday.A toptal of 5,40,670 golden cards under the scheme have been made. He said that when Prime Minister Mr. Narender Modi launched the ‘Ayshman Bharat Yojna’, the first golden card of the country was given to Tara Devi of Rudraprayag district. He said that the scheme given by Prime Minister is the biggest health scheme in the world which would directly benefit 50 crore poor people belonging to 10 crore families in the country.   He further said that uttarakhand has become the first state in the country to provide health cover to all its 23 lakh families in the state.

A total of 99 government and 66 private hospitals have been selected to run the scheme. The government hospitals will be given encouragement incentive and treatment of 1350 diseases will be covered under the scheme. He hoped that private hospitals will come forward to provide health services in remote and far off areas of the state.  The old and children will also be provided free OPD services under the scheme. He announced that dedicated air ambulances services will be started in the state from January 26 as still helicopter services are provided to seriously ill patients. But now onwards, dedicated air ambulances service will provide this service. To help the patients two “Arogya Mitters” will soon be appointed at AIIMS,Rishikesh. The ICU services in each district will also be started within a year. On this occasion, Chief Minister also distributed golden cards to the beneficiaries of the scheme.

Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat said that women groups will be provided loan up to Rs. Five lakh at one per cent interest rate. Similarly, farmers in the state will also be provided interest free loans of rs one lakh each.  Chief Minister said that Uttarakhand has good human resources and the nature has also bestowed many resources and by using these resources in a better way, the state can progress fast. He said that to involve the local ins elf employment 67- Nayaya panchayats are being developed as growth centres. The local people are directly linked with ‘Pirul’ policy. Under the policy, a target to give employment to 50,000 people at local level and to generate 150 MW of power from ‘Pirul’ has been fixed.

  He said that his government has hit hard against corruption in the past 20 months and by investigating policies of social welfare, food, medical NH-74 scandals, thousands of crores of public money has been saved. He said that everyone has to contribute to make Uttarakhand corruption free.

Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat on this occasion, inaugurated and laid foundation stone of 23 developmental projects worth rs. 78.68 crore. Out of these foundation stone of projects worth Rs. 55.83 crore were laid while projects worth rs. 22.45 crore were inaugurated.

  He said that a guest house will be constructed at Rudraprayag and work of Digdhar Badma Sainik school will also be completed soon. The electrification of Kartik swami temple will be done. A project to have ropeway at Kedarnath is being made and soon a work plan will be prepared for the same. He also talked about providing free LPG gas connection to those having less than rs 2.5 lakh annual incone under Ujjawala Yojna Second. Chief minister said that approval for constructing 155 bridges have been given and 200 more bridges will be built and by 2020 all 355 bridges will be constructed. He said that a skill development college at Uttarkashi will be opened and efforts will be made to open by next year. He said that a school each in Kumaon and Garhwal region will be set up to provide quality education to brilliant students who are economically weak and orphaned students will also be provided free education.  In garhwal this school will be opened at Jahrikhal. He said that to link youth with employment 200 buses will be provided on 50 per cent subsidy and these buses will be hired by the state roadways.

On this occasion, Chief Minister under NLRM Community investment fund and Startup and start up Fund five village organizations, 13 self help groups associated with Kedarnath Prasad Cooperative Federation,  Gulabrai- Tuna motor road and Koluband-Swarigwas motor road PMGSY for community contracting by Mahila Mangal dals for monitoring work,  distributed cheques. Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat also inaugurated the sanitary napkin unit at Bhiri village of  Agustmuni block run by Bhimsen  Livelihood Cooperative under CSR project of ONGC.

CM Rawat holds review meeting in Rudraprayag

Under the same model village, works of plantation of peas on 10 hectare, Broccoli on 1 hectare, cabbage on 5 hectare is being done by Horticulture Department. In the review meeting, Chief Minister emphasized on the cultivation of flowers, making branded Puja Samagri in the district and working on cluster farming. He also talked about providing box at subsidy of 60 per cent rate and colony to farmers, who have been working on bee keeping in the district. Prior to this, 40 per cent subsidy was being given by the government for the bee keeping. Details of project goals, e-learning, test series, offline classes etc. were given in detail by the Department of Education.

Before this, Chief Minister inspected the under construction Sainik Vidyalaya in Digdhar Badma and did the Bhoomi Pujan and foundation stone laying of the new building of the BJP office near the Rudraksh Wedding Point.
