Giving information about the she-box portal launched today, Shmt. Arya said that women have been given the right to provide safe environment against sex abuse/harassment at work place. The www.shebox.nic.in platform has been prepared for the online registration of sexual harassment complaints by the Indian government, in which any female/working adult teenager, who works in an organization such as public, government and private sector can file complaint on the said website. The complaints lodged on the said website will be disposed of within 90 days as per the Sexual Harassment Act at the work place. Being online, the complaints registered on this website can also monitored by the Government of India.

About the second scheme Panic Button, she said that this is a very important scheme for women protection. The Panic button will contain the number of Police Control Room and Women Help Line. On this occasion, security buttons were provided to women from different districts and Shmt. Arya presented security buttons to all the women journalists present in the programme. She told that the panic button can also be linked with the mobile app. It can be kept in key ring, bracelet or any other form. This device will be linked to the Internet and GPS, in which 12 mobile numbers will be registered. This number can be to anyone, family, friends and teachers. Pressing this button will take three seconds. The threat message will go to all the registered mobile number within 30 seconds after the button is pressed.

On this occasion, Shmt. Arya launched the CD of 'Beti Bachao Beti Padhao' song written and sung by the Under Secretary Deepak Kumar. She also honoured Deepak on this occasion.

Speaking on the occasion, Area MLA Umesh Sharma Kau complimented the efforts of the Ministry of Women and Child Development. He said that these schemes launched today will provide more support for the protection of women.
